Appeal to the Presidents of Iran, USA, all Nuclear Powers and the United Nations
The dispute over Uranium enrichment in Iran can quickly be resolved with mutual respect and goodwill.  Iran’s government has the sovereign right to do anything which is good for their people, so does the United States and all nations on this planet according to their cultures and religions.  However any act of sovereign states must respect the United Nations rules of global human rights and nature protection obligations.

Hence, no nation has the right to endanger life on Earth.  In the face God’s creation and in the interest of the global community nobody shall have the liberty to do anything which damages the biosphere, health and climatic balance.  Therefore nuclear power and martial explosives must be totally banned by all nations for following reasons:

· The exorbitant cost of fissile systems misappropriate public funds, which must rather be dedicated to sustainable solutions and social tasks like environment and health protection by renewable energy and clean mobility.  Nuclear is the most expensive energy source - much more costly than solar, wind, hydro, geo and ocean energies.
· Uranium reserves last only for a few decades.  Therefore its price multiplied recently and will further increase towards depletion as is the case with fossil energy resources.

· Uranium mining, refining and transport use too much fossil energy resources and thus pollute the atmosphere unnecessarily to contribute only a negligible share of a few percent to the global energy mix at the highest cost and risks of all energy options.
· The lethal risks from nuclear power plants by Earth quakes, meteorites, terrorist attacks, material fatigue and human failures, as experienced in Chernobyl, are much too great to justify any such facilities, besides the unacceptable risks of nuclear bombs to the world population.  No insurance company gives unlimited coverage.
· The cancer cases and genetic damages from irresponsible nuclear radiation already imposed onto millions of people resulted in innumerable handicapped human beings.
· The nuclear waste transport and disposal risks are unresolved due to unpredictable geological movements and accidents, thus endangering future generations.

The UN agency IAEA with their huge budget drawn from taxpayer’s earnings shall be given the noble task to eliminate any hazardous fissile and fusion activities on Earth as fast as possible and thus making any Uranium mining and enrichment totally obsolete.  This is the most urgent task for the United Nations, meriting the highest distinctions.

In our age of globalization humanity must urgently find a world consensus on consistent sustainable development.  All energy systems using finite mineral resources are totally unsustainable, polluting, much too risky and become with their rising cost unaffordable for poorer nations, which represent the majority of the world population.
Therefore we recommend to stop all further investments into unsustainable, dangerous systems and to re-channel all funds, including the utterly inflated military budgets into sustainable development, as concluded and recommended at the United Nations Sustainable Development Summits in 1992 and 2002, and based on the urgent appeal of honourable UN Secretary General Kofi Annan for an urgent global anti-nuclear effort.
