Financial Irresponsibilities
The dramatic historic fall of the US$ against the € and other currencies accompanied by an unprecedented oil and gold price inflation, stock crashes and the US mortgage crises, destroying hundreds of billions people’s savings is getting hysterical media attention.

Basic common sense about financial risks seems to have vanished from board rooms and bank decision makers, while insane compensation packages worth millions are paid to the incompetent culprits who are perverting the bank ethics – hitherto responsible for people’s savings - into gambling casinos. 
Thus, urgently needed funds for innovative sustainable investments into clean, renewable energy are wasted in vain speculations without creating any added values. 

Resource Crisis
The irresponsible squandering of natural resources is driving prices sky-high, endangering the economies - especially of the poorer nations - and the welfare of millions of citizens. The fossil fuels coal, petroleum and gas causing meteorologically and lethally dangerous emissions are wasted in utterly useless applications like hot air balloons, huge inefficient fun vehicles, over-heated homes, military vehicles and fighter planes.
Metals are wasted to make unnecessary arms, too heavy vehicles and obsolete unsustainable machinery such as coal and Uranium mining equipment and risky oil platforms extracting mineral energy, causing great damages to the health of man, animals and biospheres.

When will humans learn to use the finite resources on Earth more wisely and recycle materials systematically, or re-use what is still of a practical value ? 
Intensive unsustainable agriculture is sacrificing virgin jungles, insanely disturbing nature’s harmonic balance with monocultures, applying harmful agrochemicals and displacing valuable bio food production by energy crops to feed inefficient combustion engines.  When do we learn to safeguard the godly bio-diversity and beauty of nature by extensive instead of intensive farming and by the protection of the million years old flora and fauna ?

The Internet and media age is a blessing in disguise when it comes to the pollution of human minds in the realm of the unprecedented transparency on any aspect of life, economy, politics and science.
Revelations about rising brutality, sex perversions, paedophilia, rape and other human misconducts - even by clergy - hitherto considered as “holy” - daily reports about murder, hijacked victims, war crimes and death penalties fill the daily news columns.

What can be considered as “normal” these days ? To drive hugely oversized cars, squandering the ailing fuel resources ?  To overheat or under-cool buildings ?  To fly or drive unnecessarily to remote locations despite easy Internet communications ?

Sort-sighted speculation with the last finite resources override sound long-term clean sustainable energy planning. Energy investments in the order of over a trillion $ p.a. are still thrown year by year into finite, uncompetitive energy instead of being deviated to benign, renewable energy systems.  Dr. Ulf Bossel recently showed that the billions for the Iraq war could have made part of the USA autonomous with clean energy forever - www.efcf.com > Report E22. The same is true with German coal subsidies to the extent of over 180 billion $ since 40 years !
The Solutions
ISEO www.uniseo.org in tandem with the World Circle of the Consensus CMDC www.cmdc.net can offer following solutions to curb pollution, climate change, health hazards and irresponsible money squandering :
1 – Energy Policy and Laws
Better energy laws and United Nations directives must prohibit any polluting energy concepts and stop all subsidies for biologically harmful, risky energy systems and unsustainable, finite energy resources.  See CMDC

2 - Financing 

Investments into harmful unsustainable systems with their negative long-term effects on the environment and society must be replaced by investments into benign, decentralized renewable, i.e. sustainable energy and food only, which can be implemented much faster than big plants needing lengthy legal permit procedures.

3 – Nutrition, Smoking and Drug Abuse 

To bring down excessive medical cost and expensive hospitalizations, more natural diets shall be promoted by educating all levels of population on the health rewards of vegetarian food and a drug and smoke free life.  As effective contribution to that end CMDC offers its “Naturally Fit & Healthy” guide for a happy life free of chemistry, alcohol and tobacco in perfect balance with spirit and body (mens sano in corpore sano). 
4 – Agriculture

Intensive chemically poisoned food and energy farming must be replaced by an extensive biological agriculture, producing more healthy food for the people rather than feedstock for animals and energy crops for inefficient polluting engines. Agri waste shall be used for energy and bio fertilizing. Deserts must become green again.
5 – Transport

6 – Media

7 – Accountability

The full cost accounting must become international law, including all external, social cost of technical systems, particularly unsustainable energy generation with its costly side effects on the climate, health and biosphere.  The “polluters pay” principle must be endorsed and enforced world-wide within an even playing field policy.
8 – Ethics

To surmount the world-wide ethical crisis, religious leaders must get out of politics, genocide and sex abuse.  CMDC’s Universal Code of Ethics may be used as a guideline to reconcile ideologies and religions to reach a global ethical consensus on proper character building and fitness above one-sided materialistic knowledge education.  This is a prerequisite for our survival on Earth in all respects.
