The turbulent days of one of the worst recessions in history with thousands unemployed and billions lost by innocent investors show the failure of ugly greed and the excesses of incompetent money mongers.

What is the added value of polluting and radioactive fuels damaging the health and natural life base ?  What is the added value of money manipulation by gamblers resulting in stock crashes and worthless loans ?

The reformed role of the UN with NGOs
The United Nations is the indispensable platform for peace and internationally coordinated standards of human behavior for safeguarding planet Earth.
Sustainable energy, health and nature protection are fundamental tasks of the UN.  They have to be handled more effectively in the dispersed bodies like the World Meteorological Organization WMO in Geneva which should be united with the related UNFCCC in Bonn in conjunction also with the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change IPCC to improve their efficiency and save cost.

The same principle of concentrated UN efforts must apply to many other agencies and commissions:

The energy sector of the UN is too biased and scattered with the international atomic energy agency IAEA in Vienna promoting hazardous power with a huge budget.
The Commission of Sustainable Development CSD in New York and the UN-ECE Sustainable Energy Committee in Geneva are misguided by unsustainable power lobbies, spending dire efforts on harmful energy options rather than sustainable, clean solutions. 
UNESCO in Paris, UNITAR in Geneva and UNU in Tokyo are aiming at better but uncoordinated education, which should be intensely concentrated on sustainable behavior and research on clean energy systems. The virtual International University for Sustainable Life IUSL in Geneva, is aiming at better sustainable education including energy, health, sustainable diets, recycling of finite resources, and ethics of human behaviour.
The International Labor Organization ILO must better recognize the enormous, labor-intensive potential of clean, sustainable energy systems creating millions of new safe jobs in the present misery of unemployment !

The World Health Organization WHO must intensify the work with FAO in Rome and ISO on food.  Wrong diets and energy cause many diseases to be addressed also by the UN Environment Program UNEP in Nairobi on the negative environmental impacts and spiraling cost.  The UN Development vehicles UNDP and UNIDO should be merged to reduce administration overheads  

The UN Reform is overdue on these important tasks to achieve better results and save money before creating any new UN bodies like a renewable energy agency, which excludes sustainable energy efficiency measures and duplicates other UN and INGO activities like ISEO.
The important role of NGOs and semi-governmental organizations has to be considered in the UN Reform like the International Sustainable Energy Organization ISEO and IUCN near the Swiss UN HQ, as well as the World Renewable Energy Council WREC with its parent EUROSOLAR, the Renewable Energy Network WREN and REN 21, the International Renewable Energy Association IREA, the British REEP, ISES on solar energy, IHA on hydropower, IGA for geothermal energy, WWEA and their regional bodies on wind power, IAHE for hydrogen energy, IGU for natural gas, ICLEI for sustainable cities and FEDRE promoting the same across Europe – see weblinks on www.uniseo.org also on WWF, Green Cross, Greenpeace, FOE etc.etc.
ISEO Vision:  Global Clean Energy Network
As confirmed by many studies the global energy system will consist of over a billion energy storage devices in buildings and vehicles, buffering electricity from billions of sustainable energy sources as illustrated above.  This network is comparable with the “Global Brain” Internet revolution and the global transition from big mainframe computers to billons of decentralized desktops and laptops with a nearly unlimited cumulative storage capacity globally communicating with each other indefinitely – also the GENI vision www.geni.org.
Appeal to the UN Secretary General and all Heads of State for urgent UN Reform
Excellencies, we urge you to intensify UN reforms to economize taxpayer’s moneys to overcome the global economic crisis by more concentrated efforts at the traditional UN cities where most nations have already full UN missions, instead of establishing additional UN agencies in odd locations where many nations cannot afford proper UN missions.

After your historic speeches at the UN Bali Climate Summit where you were urging the leaders of the world to accelerate the implementation of clean sustainable energy systems, several UN bodies and governments must be put to task about their hitherto harmful energy policies.  The scattered, often contradictory duplicating activities must be better bundled in a joint UN-NGO effort !
